· March

Always wear a helmet and wear it right (eyes, ears, mouth test)

· April

Dress for safety while biking—white, light, tight

· May

ABC Quick Bike Check—Air in tires, Brakes work, Chain moves freely, 

                                       Quickly check the whole bike

· June

Watch for roadside hazards—rocks, drain grates, car doors

· July

Follow rules of the road—stop signs, traffic lights, crosswalks

· August

When biking, ride on the right side of the road

· September
When walking, stop at edges—curbs, driveways, parked cars

· October

Look left, right, left again before crossing

· November
Don’t dart out between parked cars or run in the street to catch a ball

· December
Walk facing traffic if there are no sidewalks
