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ALLY: Someone who speaks out on behalf of someone else or takes
actions that are supportive of someone.

CONFRONTER (one form of an ally): someone who speaks out when a
biased incident takes place.

BYSTANDER: Someone who sees something happen and does not say
or do anything.

PERPETRATOR: Someone who says or does something against
another person.

TARGET: Someone who is the focus of mistreatment.
